2.0
DESCRIPTION OF RACE.

The ‘Two Rivers’ race consists of a race start within the bay, followed by marks that take in the Taff river below the road bridge and the Ely river to a mark at a navigable point upriver. It is a one fleet race, timed and scored using the PY handicap system.

3.0
NOTICES TO COMPETITORS.

3.1
Notices to all competitors will be posted on the Official Notice Board, the location of which is on the Bridgedeck, on the top of the dinghy slipway

3.2
Mast head buoyancy will be allowed (Amends Class rules)

3.3
Adequate personal buoyancy shall be worn by all competitors whilst afloat, neither wet suits or dry suits constitute adequate personal buoyancy. (Amends RRS 40).

4.0
CHANGES TO SAILING INSTRUCTIONS.

4.1
Any changes in the sailing instructions ( SI’s ) will be posted 30mins  before the advertised starting time of the race.  

4.2
Changes in the SI's will be indicated by displaying IC Flag 'L' from the mast on the club balcony.  

5.0
SIGNALS MADE ASHORE.

5.1
Signals made ashore will be indicated by Flag IC “L” hoisted on the flag pole, the location of which is on the Club Balcony.

6.0
THE COURSE.

6.1
The course configuration and order of rounding marks will be displayed on the notice boards within the club at 12pm on Sunday 13th June

MARKS.

Course marks will be of the inflatable type.

THE START.

Races will be started as follows.

The starting line is defined as the line between a mast displaying a Orange Flag on the club balcony and the outer distance mark.

THE FINISH

9.1
The finishing line will be between the mast bearing a Orange Flag on the club balcony and the outer distance mark as shown on the course diagram.

10.0
PENALTY SYSTEM.

10.1
A boat that may have broken a rule will take a penalty of a 360deg turn, this amends rule 44.1 and 44.2.

11.0
TIME LIMITS.


11.1
The time limit for the race will be approximately 120 minutes. 
If no boat passes Mark 1 within 30minutes of the start the race will be abandoned.

11.2
A boat failing to finish 30 minutes after the first boats finish will be scored DNF. 

(This changes rule 35 and A4.1)
