It is proposed that, instead of heaviest fish being declared Comp winners, the system changes to a percentage method, whereby fish are compared by their relative percentage of the current W.F.S.A. record weight. Paul Dixon commented that whilst he agreed the changeover to a percentage system, he warned that his experience was that it can cause a lot of animosity at weigh-in’s, and suggested minimum weigh-in weights be raised. Keith Jenkins confirmed this was the intention, also, partly, in the interests of conservation.  Bryan Morgan pointed out that anyone displaying any animosity at weigh-ins, should have attended this AGM to air their views and possibly vote against the proposal. A vote was taken on the proposal and it was accepted.  - [19 For ; None Against].
