NEXT RACING
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PORTSMOUTH YARDSTICK (PY)

The 2005 handicaps have now been published and they reflect the decline in this method  of handicapping. It is, at very best, a system based on performance whereby a yacht can win a race or two no matter how badly sailed. It does however encourage the less experienced crews ‘to have a go’ and ENJOY racing whilst learning the ‘trick of the trade’. The RYA now admit that they are finding it difficult to maintain reasonable accurate handicaps with so few yachts racing. Only 2 of our yachts have Primary Yardsticks (Handicaps). 5 years ago we had 7 or 8.

Whilst it would mean everyone paying for IRC certificates, it would prove beneficial for us to go back to splitting the fleet into IRC Classes. There is provision in the Rating Office for a ‘Deal’ (50% at most) for first time registers providing we get 6

Anyone considering racing away from Cardiff will find that most Regattas are run under IRC, a few use a ‘Local’ version of PY
